(boda boda) or hire a car to get from the airport to the
municipality. From Entebbe municipality to Kampala take a
taxi and then board a bus to Kasese municipality (some 390
kmy in the west of the country (through Mubende and Fortn
Portal municipalities).

From Kasese municipality: Take a motorcycle taxi (boda
beda) or walk for 15 min from Link Bus Terminal to the
library in Kidodo cell.
